ADMISSION PROCEDURE:

The admission procedure comprises:

1) Evaluation of the secondary school grades ( overall average over the continuum of all 4 years of the secondary school education comprising all the grades and the final exam, together with the specific evaluation of grades in Biology, Chemistry and Physics).
2) Written exam in Biology, Chemistry and Physics. Date: beginning of July (1st examination period: 09 July 2004)/September( 2nd examination period, 10 September 2004)

Location: Zagreb, Medical School premises
3) Candidates who have completed a pre-medical college and passed internationally recognized exams (MCAT), or earned a BA/Bsc degree in natural sciences with good credits in Biology, Physics, Chemistry (at least two of them) may be exempted from the entrance examination.
4) Applicants from the UK with A levels in Chemistry, Biology and Physics (one may be missing) and grades A, B may not have to sit for the exam.

5) Applicants from the US are strongly advised to take SAT II Subject Tests from at least two of the required subjects, on the basis of which they may also be exempted from the written examination.

6) Candidates who are not native speakers of English, nor have graduated from an English-speaking secondary school or college are advised to take an internationally recognized English language proficiency test (TOEFL, IELTS…).

7) The Board of admission may consider late applications submitted in July or August, depending upon the quality of the current applicant pool and the number of  vacancies available.


Academic year starts on the first Moday in October and lasts until the end of June.

Tuition fee is 7,000 Euro per year (approx. 8,500 US $) if paid at once, or 7,200 Euro (app. 8,750 US $) if paid in two installments, prior to the beginning of each semester..

3) certificates of higher courses or degrees (college/university), if any

5) Curriculum vitae in English

6) 2 passport-size photographs (not older than six months)

8) Medical certificate of general health status

9) Photocopy of relevant passport pages with your data and picture and your birth certificate
